Post-structuralism
A doctrine that rejects structuralism’s claims to objectivity and emphasises the plurality of meaning
Semiotics
the study of cultural sign processes (semiosis), analogy, metaphor, signification and communication, signs and symbols
Semantics
Relation between signs and the things to which they refer; their denotata, or meaning
Syntactics
Relations among signs in formal structures
Pragmatics
Relation between signs and the effects they have on the people who use them
Creative/Cultural Industries
The creation, production, and distribution of goods and services that are cultural in nature and usually protected by intellectual property rights
Discourse (in the semantic analysis sense)
A generalization of the concept of conversation to all modalities and contexts.

Intangible
Something of value that cannot be physically touched, such as a brand , franchise , trademark or goodwill
Freedom of expression
Means not only freedom of verbal speech but any act of seeking, receiving and imparting information or ideas, regardless of the medium used
Infringement
an act that disregards an agreement or a right or civil (not criminal/felony) law
Cultural text (the semiotic definition)
a tangible manifestation of creative effort such as literature, music, paintings, and software which causes meaning making when perceived
Signifier (the semiotic definition)
The sound of spoken word or string of letters on a page that a person recognizes as a sign
Public domain
a property designation for the range of content or lands or properties that is not owned or controlled by anyone
Cultural criticism
a critic of a given culture, usually as a whole and typically on a radical basis
Sue
To file a legal action against someone, generally a non-criminal action
Orchestrate
To arrange or direct diverse elements to achieve a desired effect
Absurdity
inconsistent with reason or logic or common sense
Copyright law
the set of exclusive rights granted to the author or creator of an original work, including the right to copy, distribute and adapt the work
Commodification
The assignment of a commercial value to something previously valueless, typically at the expense of its intrinsic value
Trademark law
a distinctive sign or indicator used by an individual, business organization, or other legal entity to identify that the products or services to consumers with which the trademark appears originate from a unique source, and to distinguish its products or services from those of its competitors
Patent law
a set of exclusive rights granted by a state (national government) to an inventor or their assignee for a limited period of time in exchange for a public disclosure of an invention
Utility patent
the protection of an invention in terms of its function or the way it works
Design patent
The protection for the ornamental (decorative) appearance or look of an invention. Design patents do not protect the functionality of an invention
Plant patent
A property right given to an inventor who has invented or discovered and asexually reproduced a new variety of plant, mutant or spore
